GOOD TO KNOW

• On board we accept the following credit cards:   
American Express, Diners Club International, EuroCard, 
JCB Card, MasterCard and VISA.  

• Purchases can also be paid for in the following currencies 
(notes only): JPY, USD, EUR, SEK, CAD, GBP.  When you pay 
with these currencies you will receive Euros (EUR) or Swed-
ish crowns (SEK) as change. 

• Travelers´ checks can be changed only at the Info Desk 

• Finland is one hour ahead of Sweden.  Arrival and depar-
ture times are always indicated in local times.
Sailing from Finland: turn your watch back one hour. 

• Casual wear is accepted on board, but we recommend 
that men wear jackets during dinner and for evening activi-
ties on board. 

• Phone calls:  Close to the information desk there are 
telephones operating with phone cards issued by the ship. 
Select your wake-up time by using your phone. On the 
closed-circuit radio channels you can listen to classical 
music, pop music and Finnish and  
Swedish favorites. Please note that all times are local!
